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In the two blues choruses, number 1, [ am only using the Blues scale!
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In the two blues choruses, number 2, I am using the pentatonic for the chords.

So, if you see an Eb7 chord, play the Eb pentatonic. Even though Eb7 is chord V in the key of Ab (you
can of course try this). [ prefer this way, as it is simply (at first) play what you see.

Bb7 = Bb pentatonic

Eb7 = Eb pentatonic

F7 = F pentatonic

What every dominat chord it is, simply play that pentatnic.
